Fish are often used as bio indicators for the water pollution, the obtained results must be correctly interpreted considering several factors that may affect the accumulation of pollutants in the body. The aim of our study was to determine the amount different elements in tissues of the rudd from Lake Cerknica to investigate the relationship between fish size and metal concentrations in different tissues. Our research has shown that the heavy metal content in rudd from Lake Cerknica is low and that the element content in the rudd tissues depends on the size and weight of fish, and this fact should be considered in comparative biomonitoring studies.
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
